For this reason, the one who handed me over to you has the greater sin;'

C "If you release him, you are not a Friend of Caesar. Everyone who makes himself a king 
opposes Caesar." 

N When Pilate heard these words he brought Jesus out and seated him on the judge's 
bench Hebrew, 

V "Behold, your king!" 

V “Shall I crucify your king?" 

N The chief priests answered, 

"We have no king but Caesar." 

N  Then he handed him over to them to be crucified. 

So they took Jesus, and, carrying the cross himself, he went out to what is called the 
Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. 

because the place where Jesus  was  crucified  was  near the city; 

''Do not write 'The King of the Jews,'  

V What I have wri en, I have wri en." 

they took his clothes and divided them into four 
shares, a share for each soldier. 



"Let's not tear it, but cast lots for it to see whose it will be," 

N in order that the passage of Scripture might be fulfilled that says: 
This is what the soldiers 

did.  

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother

N Then he said to the disciple, 

+ "Behold, your mother."

+ "I thirst."

+ "It is finished.''

on the sabbath, 
So the soldiers 

came and broke the legs of the first and then of the other one who was crucified with 
Jesus. 



Not a bone of it will be broken. 
They will look upon him whom they have pierced. 

So 

They took the body of Jesus 

Now in the place where he had been crucified there was a garden, 
been buried. So they laid Jesus there because of
