1

Take: Choose a Scripture 
passage in which Jesus 
calls a person by name, 
and sit with it.

Bless: Reflect on some aspect 
of the Paschal Mystery: Jesus’ 
Passion and Death, 
Resurrection, or Ascension. 
Pray for the courage to 
accompany the person in a 
spirit of self-giving and 
openness.

3

Break: Ask the Lord to 
show you how to break 
out of your comfort zone 
to make space to connect 
with the person for whom 
you have been 
interceding. 

4

Give: Ask the Holy Spirit to 
help you practice the art 
of listening and discern a 
concrete invitation you 
can give to your friend to 
draw closer to Jesus.
