July 7, 2024                                                                14th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“As the Lord spoke to me, the spirit entered into me and set me on my feet, and I heard the 
one who was speaking say to me, ‘Son of man, I am sending you…’ ” Ezekiel 2:2-3
